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A Slice of American Life:
An installation from the Deluge Series
The University of Colorado at Denver and Health Sciences Center’s Department of Visual Art in the College of Arts & Media present Asst. Professor Rian Kerrane’s latest collaboration with Mark Guilbeau at the EDGE GALLERY, 3658 Navajo Street in Denver from February 2-25, 2007  There will be an Artist reception from 7-10pm Friday, February 2, 2007.
Mark Guilbeau and Rian Kerrane have collaborated on the Deluge Series since 2000. These collaborative installations are a means of developing a visual language that allows our combined commentary on social and political issues affecting us. Through these installations we emphasize the processes by which the global community is being developed. The title and theme of the work is appropriated from a set of drawings created by Leonardo da Vinci. Da Vinci expected the world to end as the result of a catastrophic natural disaster, most probably a flood.  The deluge we investigate is not a natural disaster induced by torrential rains and swelling rivers, but the equally disastrous ramifications of the self-inflicted borage of human over-production and global consumption. A Slice of American Life, a dense amalgamation of material and object in the form of a cube, fills the gallery from floor to ceiling. The palate is one of discarded objects and industrial stock. The commentary is directed at production, consumerism and value. We wish the viewer to consider the word “junk” and the categorization of material as junk. The universe never produces junk as the periodic table of elements bears witness. Our society’s arrogance and lack of understanding towards material exposes a lack of creativity or vision. If we are not in harmony with the way that nature works and our role in a global community of environmental issues this lack of creativity threatens us. A Slice of American Life is a critical examination of discarded resources in an aesthetic and formal installation.
